
Matthew 22:1-14 
 

Jesus spoke to them again in parables, saying: 2 “The kingdom of heaven is like a king who prepared a  

wedding banquet for his son. 3 He sent his servants to those who had been invited to the banquet to tell 

them to come, but they refused to come. 
 

4 “Then he sent some more servants and said, ‘Tell those who have been invited that I have prepared my 

dinner: My oxen and fattened cattle have been butchered, and everything is ready. Come to the wedding 

banquet.’ 
 

5 “But they paid no attention and went off—one to his field, another to his business. 6 The rest seized his 

servants, mistreated them and killed them. 7 The king was enraged. He sent his army and destroyed those 

murderers and burned their city. 
 

8 “Then he said to his servants, ‘The wedding banquet is ready, but those I invited did not deserve to 

come. 9 So go to the street corners and invite to the banquet anyone you find.’ 10 So the servants went out 

into the streets and gathered all the people they could find, the bad as well as the good, and the wedding 

hall was filled with guests. 
 

11 “But when the king came in to see the guests, he noticed a man there who was not wearing wedding 

clothes. 12 He asked, ‘How did you get in here without wedding clothes, friend?’ The man was speechless. 
 

13 “Then the king told the attendants, ‘Tie him hand and foot, and throw him outside, into the darkness, 

where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.’ 
 

14 “For many are invited, but few are chosen.” 

 

This passage, although complex, has a straightforward message in that it calls for God’s children, that 

would be you and me, to accept God’s invitation to join His son in ministry.

The word Halloween or Hallowe'en ("Saints' evening") is of Christian origin; a term 

equivalent to "All Hallows Eve" is attested in Old English. The word hallowe[']

en comes from the Scottish form of All Hallows' Eve (the evening before All Hallows' 

Day): even is the Scots term for "eve" or "evening", and is contracted 

to e'en or een; (All) Hallow(s) E(v)en became Hallowe'en. 

 
Halloween or Hallowe'en (less commonly known as Allhalloween, All Hallows' 
Eve, or All Saints' Eve) is a celebration observed in many countries on 31 October, 
the eve of the Western Christian feast of All Saints' Day. It begins the observance 
of Allhallowtide, the time in the liturgical year dedicated to remembering the dead,  
including saints (hallows), martyrs, and all the faithful departed.  
 
One theory holds that many Halloween traditions were influenced by Celtic harvest 
festivals, particularly the Gaelic festival Samhain, which are believed to have pagan 
roots. Some go further and suggest Samhain may have been Christianized as All 
Hallow's Day, along with its eve, by the early Church. Other academics believe  
Halloween began solely as a Christian holiday, being the vigil of All Hallow's Day. 
Celebrated in Ireland and Scotland for centuries, Irish and Scottish immigrants took 
many Halloween customs to North America in the 19th century, and then through 
American influence Halloween had spread to other countries by the late 20th and 
early 21st century.  
 
Popular Halloween activities include trick-or-treating (or the related guising and  
souling), attending Halloween costume parties, carving pumpkins or turnips into  
jack-o'-lanterns, lighting bonfires, apple bobbing, divination games, playing pranks, 
visiting haunted attractions, telling scary stories, and watching horror or Halloween-
themed films.  
 
Some people practice the Christian religious observances of All Hallows' Eve,  
including attending church services and lighting candles on the graves of the dead, 
although it is a secular celebration for others. Some Christians historically abstained 
from meat on All Hallows' Eve, a tradition reflected in the eating of certain  
vegetarian foods on this vigil day, including apples, potato pancakes, and soul cakes.

All Saints' Day, also known as All Hallows' Day, the Feast of All Saints, 
the Feast of All Hallows, the Solemnity of All Saints, and 
Hallowmas, is a Christian solemnity celebrated in honor of all the 
saints of the church, whether they are known or unknown. 

  

From the 4th century, feasts commemorating all Christian martyrs 
were held in various places, on various dates near Easter and  
Pentecost. In the 9th century, some churches in the British Isles   
began holding the commemoration of all saints on 1 November, and 
in the 9th century this was extended to the whole Catholic Church 
by Pope Gregory IV. 

  

In Western Christianity, it is still celebrated on 1 November by the 
Roman Catholic Church as well as many Protestant churches, as the 
Christian Church (DoC) & Anglican traditions. The Eastern  
Orthodox Church and associated Eastern Catholic and Eastern  
Lutheran churches celebrate it on the first Sunday after Pentecost. 
The Syro-Malabar Church and the Chaldean Catholic Church, both of 
whom are in communion with Rome, as well as the Church of the 
East celebrate All Saints' Day on the first Friday after Easter Sunday. 
In the Coptic Orthodox tradition, All Saints' Day is on Nayrouz,  
celebrated on 11 September. The day is both the start of the Coptic 
new year and its first month, Thout.

Veterans Day (originally known as Armistice Day) is a federal holiday 
in the United States observed annually on November 11, for  
honoring military veterans of the United States Armed Forces (who 
were discharged under conditions other than dishonorable). It  
coincides with other holidays including Armistice Day and   
Remembrance Day which are celebrated in other countries that 
mark the anniversary of the end of World War I. Major hostilities of 
World War I were formally ended at the 11th hour of the 11th day of 
the 11th month of 1918 when the Armistice with Germany went into 
effect. At the urging of major U.S. veteran organizations, Armistice 
Day was renamed Veterans Day in 1954.  

 

Veterans Day is distinct from Memorial Day, a U.S. public holiday in 
May. Veterans Day celebrates the service of all U.S. military veterans, 
while Memorial Day honors those who had died while in military  
service. Another military holiday that also occurs in May, Armed 
Forces Day, honors those currently serving in the U.S. military. 
 

Additionally, Women Veterans Day is recognized by a growing  
number of U.S. states that specifically honor women who have 
served in the U.S. military.

The First Epistle to the Thessalonians is a Pauline epistle of the New Testament of the Christian Bible. The epistle is attributed 

to Paul the Apostle, and is addressed to the church in Thessalonica, in modern-day Greece. It is likely among the first of Paul's 

letters, probably written by the end of AD 52, though some scholars believe the Epistle to the Galatians may have been written by 

AD 48.  
 

Thessalonica is a city on the Thermaic Gulf, which at the time of Paul was within the Roman Empire. Paul visited Thessalonica and 

preached to the local population, winning converts who became a Christian community. There is debate as to whether or not Paul's 

converts were originally Jewish. The Acts of the Apostles describes Paul preaching in a Jewish synagogue and persuaded people 

who were already Jewish that Jesus was the Messiah, but in 1 Thessalonians itself Paul says the converts had turned from idols, 

suggesting they were not Jewish before Paul arrived.  
 

The Second Epistle to the Thessalonians is a book from the New Testament of the Christian Bible. It is traditionally attributed 

to Paul the Apostle, with Timothy as a co-author. Modern biblical scholarship is divided on whether the epistle was written by Paul; 

some scholars believe Paul wrote this epistle, but others reject its authenticity based on what they see as differences in style 

and theology between this and the First Epistle to the Thessalonians.  

Scholars who support its authenticity view it as having been written around 51–52 AD, shortly after the First Epistle. Those who see 

it as a later composition assign a date of around 80–115 AD. The original text was written in Koine Greek.
