
Matthew 23:1-12 
 

Then Jesus said to the crowds and to his disciples: 2 “The teachers of the law and the Pharisees sit in Moses’ 

seat. 3 So you must be careful to do everything they tell you. But do not do what they do, for they do not 

practice what they preach. 4 They tie up heavy, cumbersome loads and put them on other people’s  

shoulders, but they themselves are not willing to lift a finger to move them. 

 

5 “Everything they do is done for people to see: They make their phylacteries wide and the tassels on their 

garments long; 6 they love the place of honor at banquets and the most important seats in the  

synagogues; 7 they love to be greeted with respect in the marketplaces and to be called ‘Rabbi’ by others. 

 

8 “But you are not to be called ‘Rabbi,’ for you have one Teacher, and you are all brothers. 9 And do not call 

anyone on earth ‘father,’ for you have one Father, and he is in heaven. 10 Nor are you to be called  

instructors, for you have one Instructor, the Messiah. 11 The greatest among you will be your servant. 12 For 

those who exalt themselves will be humbled, and those who humble themselves will be exalted. 

 

When Gen. George C. Marshall took command of the Infantry School at Fort Benning, GA, he 

found the post in a generally run-down condition. Rather than issue orders for specific  

improvements, he simply got out his own paintbrushes, lawn equipment, etc., and went to 

work on his personal quarters. The other officers and men, first on his block, then throughout 

the post, did the same thing, and Fort Benning was brightened up. Leadership by example. 

 

This is what Jesus called upon the Pharisees to do:  Lead by example. Unfortunately, most felt 

they were above everyone else, so they didn’t. Yet Jesus, who was above everyone else, did.

Veterans Day (originally known as Armistice Day) is a federal holiday 
in the United States observed annually on November 11, for  
honoring military veterans of the United States Armed Forces (who 
were discharged under conditions other than dishonorable). It  
coincides with other holidays including Armistice Day and   
Remembrance Day which are celebrated in other countries that 
mark the anniversary of the end of World War I. Major hostilities of 
World War I were formally ended at the 11th hour of the 11th day of 
the 11th month of 1918 when the Armistice with Germany went into 
effect. At the urging of major U.S. veteran organizations, Armistice 
Day was renamed Veterans Day in 1954.  

 

Veterans Day is distinct from Memorial Day, a U.S. public holiday in 
May. Veterans Day celebrates the service of all U.S. military veterans, 
while Memorial Day honors those who had died while in military  
service. Another military holiday that also occurs in May, Armed 
Forces Day, honors those currently serving in the U.S. military. 
 

Additionally, Women Veterans Day is recognized by a growing  
number of U.S. states that specifically honor women who have 
served in the U.S. military.

The Journey Sunday School Class

The Journey class meets in the  

Library in the Community Center. 
 

The First Epistle to the Thessalonians is a Pauline epistle of the New Testament of the Christian Bible. The epistle is attributed 

to Paul the Apostle, and is addressed to the church in Thessalonica, in modern-day Greece. It is likely among the first of Paul's 

letters, probably written by the end of AD 52, though some scholars believe the Epistle to the Galatians may have been written by 

AD 48.  
 

Thessalonica is a city on the Thermaic Gulf, which at the time of Paul was within the Roman Empire. Paul visited Thessalonica and 

preached to the local population, winning converts who became a Christian community. There is debate as to whether or not Paul's 

converts were originally Jewish. The Acts of the Apostles describes Paul preaching in a Jewish synagogue and persuaded people 

who were already Jewish that Jesus was the Messiah, but in 1 Thessalonians itself Paul says the converts had turned from idols, 

suggesting they were not Jewish before Paul arrived.  
 

The Second Epistle to the Thessalonians is a book from the New Testament of the Christian Bible. It is traditionally attributed 

to Paul the Apostle, with Timothy as a co-author. Modern biblical scholarship is divided on whether the epistle was written by Paul; 

some scholars believe Paul wrote this epistle, but others reject its authenticity based on what they see as differences in style 

and theology between this and the First Epistle to the Thessalonians.  

Scholars who support its authenticity view it as having been written around 51–52 AD, shortly after the First Epistle. Those who see 

it as a later composition assign a date of around 80–115 AD. The original text was written in Koine Greek.
