
1 John 1:1-2:2 
 

We declare to you what was from the beginning, what we have heard, what we have seen with our eyes, what 

we have looked at and touched with our hands, concerning the word of life— 2 this life was revealed, and we 

have seen it and testify to it and declare to you the eternal life that was with the Father and was revealed to 

us— 3 what we have seen and heard we also declare to you so you also may have fellowship with us, and truly 

our fellowship is with the Father and with his Son Jesus Christ. 4 We are writing these things so our joy may 

be complete. 

 

5 This is the message we have heard from him and proclaim to you, that God is light and in him there is no 

darkness at all. 6 If we say we have fellowship with him while we are walking in darkness, we lie and do not 

do what is true; 7 but if we walk in the light as he himself is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, 

and the blood of Jesus his Son cleanses us from all sin. 8 If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and 

the truth is not in us. 9 If we confess our sins, he who is faithful and just will forgive us our sins and cleanse us 

from all unrighteousness. 10 If we say we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us. 

 

2 My little children, I am writing these things to you so you may not sin. But if anyone does sin, we have an 

advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous, 2 and he is the atoning sacrifice for our sins, and not for 

ours only but also for the sins of the whole world. 

 

1 John has some beautiful words and phrases and in the above passage we see the author at his best. After 

stating his purpose in writing, he moves to tell his audience “God is light and in him there is no darkness at 

all.” Then carries his audience to understanding the purpose behind Jesus’ sacrifice by saying, “…the blood 

of Jesus his Son cleanses us from all sin.” So, if we understand God is light, that is a beacon to show us the 

way, then can also be assured through the sacrifice of his son, we were cleansed for the walk with God. 

 
Therefore, let us glory in the atoning sacrifice of Jesus Christ!

The salacious and scandalous murders of a series of couples on Texarkana's "lover’s lanes" in seemingly  

idyllic post-WWII America created a media maelstrom and cast a pall of fear over an entire region. What is 

even more surprising is that the case has remained cold for decades. Combining archival research and  

investigative journalism, Pulitzer Prize nominated historian James Presley reveals evidence that provides 

crucial keys to unlocking this decades-old puzzle. Dubbed "the Phantom murders" by the press, these grisly 

crimes took place in an America before dial telephones, DNA science, and criminal profiling. Even  

pre-television, print and radio media stirred emotions to a fever pitch. The Phantom Killer, exhaustively  

researched, is the only definitive nonfiction book on the case, and includes details from an unpublished  

account by a survivor, and rare, never-before-published photographs. Although the case lives on today on 

television, the Internet, a revived fictional movie and even an off-Broadway play, with so much of the  

investigation shrouded in mystery since 1946, rumors and fractured facts have distorted the reality. Now, 

for the first time, a careful examination of the archival record, personal interviews, and stubborn fact  

checking come together to produce new insights and revelations on the old slayings.

APRIL 26, 2024 

The United States was one of the first countries in the world to celebrate  
Arbor Day, a holiday dedicated to tree planting. 
National Arbor Day in the USA is celebrated on the last Friday in April.  
Besides, each state celebrates its own state tree planting holiday. Arbor Day 
was founded by Julius Sterling Morton, a Nebraska newspaper editor,  
agriculturalist and statesman. Morton was a respected agriculturalist  
fascinated with trees he planted numerous trees on his estate. 

 
Currently, his former mansion and estate serve as Arbor Lodge State  
Historical Park. Morton came up with the idea of celebrating Arbor Day in 
the early 1870s. The first celebration was held in Nebraska on April 10, 1872. 

 
Its participants planted an estimated one million trees throughout the state. 
By the 1920s, each state had passed laws that stipulated a certain day to be 
state Arbor Day. In some states, the holiday was named Arbor and Bird Day. 
In Nebraska, Arbor Day is a civic holiday.  National Arbor Day in the United 
States was established as a state holiday in 1885. 
It was moved from April 10 (its original date proposed by Morton) to April 
22 (Morton’s birthday). In 1989, the holiday was moved to the last Friday in 
April. On this day, Americans are encouraged to plant trees, bushes, and 
plants (if weather conditions allow) and care for their national environment.
