
John 17:6-19 
 
“I have made your name known to those whom you gave me from the world. They were yours, and you gave 

them to me, and they have kept your word. 7 Now they know everything you have given me is from you, 8 for 

the words you gave to me I have given to them, and they have received them and know in truth I came from 

you, and they have believed you sent me. 9 I am asking on their behalf; I am not asking on behalf of the world 

but on behalf of those whom you gave me, because they are yours. 10 All mine are yours, and yours are mine, 

and I have been glorified in them. 11 And now I am no longer in the world, but they are in the world, and I am 

coming to you. Holy Father, protect them in your name you have given me, so they may be one, as we are 

one. 12 While I was with them, I protected them in your name that you have given me. I guarded them, and not 

one of them was lost except the one destined to be lost, so the scripture might be fulfilled. 13 But now I am  

coming to you, and I speak these things in the world so they may have my joy made complete in themselves. 14 I 

have given them your word, and the world has hated them because they do not belong to the world, just as I do 

not belong to the world. 15 I am not asking you to take them out of the world, but I ask you to protect them from 

the evil one. 16 They do not belong to the world, just as I do not belong to the world. 17 Sanctify them in the 

truth; your word is truth. 18 As you have sent me into the world, so I have sent them into the world. 19 And for 

their sakes I sanctify myself, so they also may be sanctified in truth. 

 

Please read this scripture carefully. There are nuances very important to understanding the message within. 

First, let us look at verse 6: “I have made your name known to those whom you gave me from the world. They 

were yours, and you gave them to me,…” Here Jesus makes it crystal clear what he has came from God. That 

all good things come from God. Then in verse 17: “Sanctify them in the truth; your word is truth.” Notice Jesus 

glorifies God and wants God to “sanctify,” the disciples with God’s truth. In verse 11, Jesus states his request as 

wanting God to protect the disciples in God’s name.  
 

Point is, Jesus is aware God is the progenitor of all Jesus has and will have. Jesus gives all glory to God and 

acknowledges God’s power. Should we not do the same?

MAY 27th IS MEMORIAL DAY 
 

The Civil War ended in the spring of 1865 when Robert E. Lee surrendered the last major Confederate  

army to Ulysses S. Grant at the Appomattox Court House on April 9. Over 620,000 soldiers died in the four

-year conflict. General John A. Logan of the Grand Army of the Republic (an organization of Union  

veterans) would eventually select May 30, 1868, as a day to pay tribute to the fallen: 

 

“The 30th of May 1868, is designated for the purpose of strewing with flowers, or otherwise decorating 

the graves of comrades who died in defense of their country during the late rebellion, and whose bodies 

now lie in almost every city, village, and hamlet churchyard in the land…” 

 

Logan apparently chose May 30 because flowers would be in bloom all over the country. By the end of 

the 19th century, Memorial Day ceremonies were being held on May 30 throughout the nation. States 

passed proclamations, and the Army and Navy adopted rules for proper observance at their facilities. 

The crowd attending the first Memorial Day ceremony at Arlington National Cemetery was   

approximately the same size as those attending today’s observance — about 5,000 people. Small  

American flags were placed on each grave — a tradition still followed at many national cemeteries  

today. In recent years, the custom has grown in many families to decorate the graves of all departed 

loved ones. 

 

By 1890, each Northern state had made Decoration Day an official holiday. But this was not the case in 

the South, where states continued to honor their dead, on separate days until after the First World War. 

 

The May 30th date held for decades. But, in 1968, Congress passed the Uniform Monday Holiday Act, 

which established Memorial Day as the last Monday in May in order to create a three-day weekend for 

federal employees. The change took place in 1971. The same law also declared Memorial Day a federal 

holiday.

The Journey class meets in the  

Library in the Community  

Center. 
 

The authorship of 1 Peter has traditionally been attributed to the Apostle Peter because it bears his name and  
identifies him as its author (1:1). Although the text identifies Peter as its author, the language, dating, style, and  
structure of this letter have led most scholars to conclude that it is pseudonymous. Many scholars argue that Peter was 
not the author of the letter because its writer appears to have had a formal education in rhetoric and philosophy, and 
an advanced knowledge of the Greek language, none of which would be usual for a Galilean fisherman. 
 
According to Second Peter itself, it was composed by the Apostle Peter, an eyewitness to Jesus' ministry. If 2 Peter 
3:1 (this second epistle) alludes to 1 Peter, the audience of the epistle is the various Churches in Asia Minor in general 
(see 1 Peter 1:1). 
 
The date of composition has proven to be very difficult to determine. Taken literally, it would have been written  
between 65–68 AD because Peter was martyred around 68 AD by Nero and also because Peter references his  
approaching death in 2 Peter 1:14 ("since I know the putting off of my body will be soon, as our Lord Jesus Christ made 
clear to me").
