A song of ascents. Of Solomon. 

1 Unless the Lord builds the house, 
    the builders labor in vain. 
Unless the Lord watches over the city, 
    the guards stand watch in vain. 
2 In vain you rise early 
    and stay up late, 
toiling for food to eat— 
    for he grants sleep to those he loves. 
3 Children are a heritage from the Lord, 
    offspring a reward from him. 
4 Like arrows in the hands of a warrior 
    are children born in one’s youth. 
5 Blessed is the man 
    whose quiver is full of them. 
They will not be put to shame 
    when they contend with their opponents in court. 

 
This Psalm is part of the teachings of Jesus. He encouraged all listeners to make God the center of their lives. He 
told his disciples and all who would listen about the love of God for God’s children. “Children are a heritage from 
the LORD.” Knowing we are ALL God’s children, without exception, the psalmist tells us “Like arrows in the hands 
of a warrior are the children born in one’s youth. Blessed is the man whose quiver is full of them.”  
In what way is the Lord the center of your life? In what way has your home been built to honor God?  
 
A senator tells of touring Calcutta with Mother Teresa and visiting the so-called "House of Dying," where sick 
children are cared for in their last days, and the dispensary, where the poor line up by the hundreds to receive 
medical attention. Watching Mother Teresa minister to these people, feeding and nursing those left by others 
to die, Hatfield was overwhelmed by the sheer magnitude of the suffering she and her co-workers face daily. 
"How can you bear the load without being crushed by it?" he asked. Mother Teresa replied, "My dear Senator, I 
am not called to be successful, I am called to be faithful." 
 

Remember, if your goal is to be successful you may miss the mark. If you’re working to be faithful you may find 

success. Let the Lord be the center of your life.

Veterans Day (originally known as Armistice Day) is a federal  
holiday in the United States observed annually on November 11, for 
honoring military veterans of the United States Armed Forces (who 
were discharged under conditions other than dishonorable). It  
coincides with other holidays including Armistice Day and  
Remembrance Day which are celebrated in other countries that 
mark the anniversary of the end of World War I. Major hostilities of 
World War I were formally ended at the 11th hour of the 11th day 
of the 11th month of 1918 when the Armistice with Germany went 
into effect. At the urging of major U.S. veteran organizations,  
Armistice Day was renamed Veterans Day in 1954.  

 
Veterans Day is distinct from Memorial Day, a U.S. public holiday in 
May. Veterans Day celebrates the service of all U.S. military  
veterans, while Memorial Day honors those who had died while in 
military service. Another military holiday that also occurs in 
May, Armed Forces Day, honors those currently serving in the U.S. 
military. 
 
Additionally, Women Veterans Day is recognized by a growing  
 
number of U.S. states that specifically honor women who have 
served in the U.S. military.

The Journey class meets in the  

Library in the Community Center. 
The Second Epistle to Timothy is one of the three pastoral epistles traditionally attributed to Paul the Apos-
tle. Addressed to Timothy, a fellow missionary, it is traditionally considered to be the last epistle Paul wrote 

before his death. The original language is Koine Greek. 
While the Pastorals are attributed to Paul, they differ from his other letters. Since the early 19th century, 
scholars have increasingly viewed them as the work of an unknown follower of Paul's teachings. This per-

spective arises from the fact that the Pastorals do not focus on Paul's typical themes, such as believers' unity 
with Christ, and they present a church hierarchy that is more organized and defined than what existed during 

Paul's lifetime.  
Nonetheless, a number of scholars still defend the traditional authorship of 2 Timothy.

Such 

evidence includes the following: 

 

a. Conduct one’s life in light of the teachings of Jesus Christ. 

b. Promotion of good will and Christian fellowship in the congregation 

and community. 

c. At the very least, seventy-five (75) percent attendance at worship 

services and stated meetings of the congregation. 

d. Regular financial and/or service contributions to the support of the 

congregation and its outreach program. 

e. Willingness to fulfill assignments on behalf of the congregation. 

f. Demonstrated skills of evident potential in carrying out responsibili-

ties of the particular office.
