be near me, you and your children and your children’s children, as well as your flocks, your herds, and all
that you have. "' I will provide for you there, since there are five more years of famine to come, so you and

your household and all you have will not come to poverty.’

The story of Joseph has so many dimensions to it, so many lessons. For example, there is the story of
forgiveness. Joseph, betrayed by his jealous brothers, forgave them before he ever saw them because
Joseph realized the betrayal by his brothers led him on God’s path for him.

There is the story of Joseph’s love for his father, immediately asking if his father was still alive.

There is the story of shame when the brothers saw Joseph, whom they betrayed, and how they were so
dismayed.

And there is the story of God’s love for, compassion for, and mercy for Joseph whom He protected and
blessed.

| wonder how many of us have reviewed our lives and seen where God worked for us, to help us through

difficult times, to lift us up and sing our praises when we have done well?

Informed Prayer and Prayerful Action

HISTORY OF WORLD DAY OF PRAYER

In the 19th century, Christian women of the U.S. and Canada began engaging in cooperative
activities to support women's involvement in missions across the world. In 1887, Presbyterian
women called for a day of prayer for home missions which the Methodist women joined from
1892 to 1894 after calling for a week of prayer. The Baptist started a day of prayer for foreign

missions in 1891.

Forming a committee in 1897, women from six denominations would eventually start a united
day of prayer for home missions. These women took turns in the other participating
denominations and organized the common worship service. In 1912, the Woman's Board of
Foreign Missions decided that there should be a united day of prayer for foreign missions that

would be observed in different parts of the world.

After the success of the Ecumenical Missionary Conference in New York City in 1900, a group of
laywomen organized an interdenominational Central Committee for United Study that
prepared publications, summer conferences, study days, and courses so that women could be
up-to-date about the lives of women in other parts of the world. These courses also enabled
them to study biblical foundations and important issues related to mission work. Women took
initiatives to organize interdenominational structures that were effective and cooperative in
home and foreign missions. In 1908, the women founded the Council of Women for Home

Missions that assumed responsibility for the rehabilitation of immigrants and other social

issues, and for the preparation of the joint day of prayere MARCH 7, 2025

secure prosperous and just economies, and
a healthy planet for future generations.

LET’S TALK ABOUT LENT

What is Lent?

Lent is a period of 40 days during which Christians remember the events leading up to and including the
death of Jesus Christ, whose life and teachings are the foundation of Christianity.

The 40-day period is called Lent after an old English word meaning ‘lengthen’.

This is because of the time of year when it happens, as this is when the days start to get longer, as we
approach Summer.

It is a time of reflection and of asking for forgiveness, and when Christians prepare to celebrate Jesus’s
resurrection at the feast of Easter, which comes at the very end of Lent.

On Ash Wednesday, churches hold special services, at which worshippers are marked with ash.

This is a symbol of death and remembering bad things we have done and is where the day gets its name
from.

Typically, the ash is made from burning special crosses made out of palm leaves, which were used in
church services on the previous year’s Palm Sunday. It is sometimes mixed with special oil.

Why do people give things up until Easter?
Millions of people do this during Lent as a sign of sacrifice and to test their self-discipline.

Christians believe this is to represent Jesus Christ’s sacrifice when he went into the desert to pray and fast
for the 40 days before later dying on the cross.

In the Bible’s New Testament, while Jesus was there, he was tempted to turn away from God and worship
Worldly things instead, but Jesus refused to, which is why people might give something up, in order to
test their own self-discipline too.

Lent ends with Holy Week, which leads to Easter Sunday — the most important day in the Christian
calendar.

This day marks the resurrection of Jesus after his death on the cross and is a celebration of his life.

Between the world wars, no sport was more popular, or more dangerous, than air-
plane racing. While male pilots were lauded as heroes, the few women who dared to
fly were more often ridiculed—until a cadre of women pilots banded together to
break through the entrenched prejudice.

Fly Girls weaves together the stories of five remarkable women: Florence Klingen-
smith, a high school dropout from Fargo, North Dakota; Ruth Elder, an Alabama divor-
cée; Amelia Earhart, the most famous, but not necessarily the most skilled; Ruth Nich-
ols, who chafed at her blue blood family’s expectations; and Louise Thaden, the young

mother of two who got her start selling coal in Wichita. Together, they fought for the
chance to fly and race airplanes—and in 1936, one of them would triumph, beating
the men in the toughest air race of them all.

Gospel of Mark

We hope you will join us
for this important study.
The Journey class meets in the
Library in the Community Center.

Most scholars date Mark to closely after AD 70. They reject the traditional ascription to Mark the Evangelist,
the companion of the Apostle Peter, which probably arose from the desire of early Christians to link the work
to an authoritative figure, and believe it to be the work of an author working with various sources including
collections of miracle stories, controversy stories, parables, and a passion narrative. It was traditionally
placed second, and sometimes fourth, in the Christian canon, as an inferior abridgement of what was
regarded as the most important gospel, Matthew. The Church has consequently derived its view of Jesus
primarily from Matthew, secondarily from John, and only distantly from Mark. It was only in the 19th century
that Mark came to be seen as the earliest of the four gospels, and as a source used by both Matthew
and Luke. The hypothesis of Marcan priority (that Mark was written first) continues to be held by the
majority of scholars today, and there is a new recognition of the author as an artist and theologian using a
range of literary devices to convey his conception of Jesus as the authoritative yet suffering Son of God.
