% These were all commended for their faith, yet none of them received what had been promised, *’ since God

had planned something better for us so only together with us would they be made perfect.

The author of Hebrews places great emphasis on Faith, just as Jesus did. Remember when Jesus said, “Truly
I tell you, if you have faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to this mountain, ‘Move from here to
there,” and it will move. Nothing will be impossible for you.”

| believe it is clear the author of Hebrews feels the same way. Faith is the key to living in the light of our
Lord. There have been movements and programs based on Mustard Seed Faith. Have you got Mustard Seed
Faith? Are you one who will be commended for your faith? Remember, God has planned something better
for us so only together will we be made perfect.
