3 I will bless those who bless you, and the one who curses you I will curse, and in you all 

the families of the earth shall be blessed.” 

  

4 So Abram went, as the Lord had told him, and Lot went with him. Abram was seventy-five years old when 

he departed from Haran. 

 

As you have heard me say from the pulpit and in Bible study, it is so important we read the words of  

scripture and not read INTO the words. That we actually study scripture as a whole, not one sentence or 

one passage in singularity. If you look at the scripture above, what stands out to you, if anything? In read-

ing it do you read anywhere that God prefers one person, one culture, one race or ethnicity over another? 

Were any of us right there with Abram when God spoke to him so we could see the people, the race, cul-

ture or ethnicity of Abram and his people? Were they diverse?  
 

If we accept God created every thing and everyone on earth, is it not true we are ALL children of God? If it 

were God who confused our language so we would be diverse in our culture, ethnicity and race, as we read 

about the Tower of Babel, are we not STILL all His? The way GOD wants us? 
 

And, if God will bless those who bless Abram and curse the ones who curse him and we ALL trace our roots 

back to Abram and DO bless him, are we not blessed? Remember: “…in you (Abram) ALL the families of the 

earth shall be blessed.”

HISTORY OF WORLD DAY OF PRAYER 

In the 19th century, Christian women of the U.S. and Canada began engaging in cooperative 

activities to support women’s involvement in missions across the world. In 1887, Presbyterian 

women called for a day of prayer for home missions which the Methodist women joined 

from 1892 to 1894 after calling for a week of prayer. The Baptist started a day of prayer for  

foreign missions in 1891. 

 

Forming a committee in 1897, women from six denominations would eventually start a  

united day of prayer for home missions. These women took turns in the other participating 

denominations and organized the common worship service. In 1912, the Woman’s Board of 

Foreign Missions decided that there should be a united day of prayer for foreign missions 

that would be observed in different parts of the world. 

 

After the success of the Ecumenical Missionary Conference in New York City in 1900, a group 

of laywomen organized an interdenominational Central Committee for United Study that 

prepared publications, summer conferences, study days, and courses so that women could 

be up-to-date about the lives of women in other parts of the world. These courses also  

enabled them to study biblical foundations and important issues related to mission work. 

Women took initiatives to organize interdenominational structures that were effective and 

cooperative in home and foreign missions. In 1908, the women founded the Council of  

Women for Home Missions that assumed responsibility for the rehabilitation of immigrants 

and other social issues, and for the preparation of the joint day of prayer.

The daughter of formerly enslaved parents, Mary McLeod Bethune refuses to back down as white  

supremacists attempt to thwart her work. She marches on as an activist and an educator, and as her  

reputation grows, she becomes a celebrity, revered by titans of business and recognized by U.S.  

Presidents. Eleanor Roosevelt herself is awestruck and eager to make her acquaintance. Initially drawn 

together because of their shared belief in women’s rights and the power of education, Mary and Eleanor 

become fast friends confiding their secrets, hopes and dreams—and holding each other’s hands through 

tragedy and triumph. 

  

When Franklin Delano Roosevelt is elected president, the two women begin to collaborate more closely, 

particularly as Eleanor moves toward her own agenda separate from FDR, a consequence of the  

devastating discovery of her husband’s secret love affair. Eleanor becomes a controversial First Lady for 

her outspokenness, particularly on civil rights. And when she receives threats because of her strong ties 

to Mary, it only fuels the women’s desire to fight together for justice and equality. 

  

This is the story of two different, yet equally formidable, passionate, and committed women, and the 

way in which their singular friendship helped form the foundation for the modern civil rights movement.

The Epistle to the Galatians] is the ninth book of the New Testament of the Christian Bible and the fourth of the Pauline epistles in 
traditional arrangement. It is a letter from Paul the Apostle to a number of Early Christian communities in Galatia. Scholars have 
suggested that this is either the Roman province of Galatia in southern Anatolia, or a large region defined by Galatians, an ethnic 
group of Celtic people in central Anatolia. The letter was originally written in Koine Greek and later translated into other languages.  
In this letter, Paul is principally concerned with the controversy surrounding Gentile Christians and the Mosaic Law during 
the Apostolic Age. Paul argues that the Gentile Galatians do not need to adhere to the tenets of the Mosaic Law,  
particularly religious male circumcision, by contextualizing the role of the law in light of the revelation of Christ. The Epistle to the 
Galatians has exerted enormous influence on the history of Christianity, the development of Christian theology, and the study of 
the Apostle Paul.  
The central dispute in the letter concerns the question of how Gentiles could convert to Christianity, which shows that this letter 
was written at a very early stage in church history, when the vast majority of Christians were Jewish or Jewish  proselytes, which 
historians refer to as the Jewish Christians. Another indicator that the letter is early is that there is no hint in the letter of a  
developed organization within the Christian community at large. This puts it during the lifetime of Paul himself.
