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set the mind on the flesh is death, but to set the mind on the Spirit is life and peace. ’ For this reason the
ind that is set on the flesh is hostile to God; it does not submit to God’s law—indeed, it cannot, ® and those

vho are in the flesh cannot please God.

? But you are not in the flesh; you are in the Spirit, since the Spirit of God dwells in you. Anyone who does
not have the Spirit of Christ does not belong to him. ' But if Christ is in you, then the body is dead because
of sin, but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. ' If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead
dwells in you, he who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will give life to your mortal bodies also through his

Spirit that dwells in you.

Paul knew human beings grow by striving, working, stretching; and in a sense, human nature needs
problems, more than solutions. And oftentimes solutions seem to come easy on a fleshly level, but not

spiritual.

Why are not all prayers answered magically and instantly? Why must every convert travel the same

tedious path of spiritual discipline?

Because persistent prayer, and fasting, and study, and meditation are designed primarily for our sakes, not
for God's. Kierkegaard said Christians reminded him of schoolboys who want to look up the answers to
their math problems in the back of the book rather than work them through. Truth is, we yearn for

shortcuts. But shortcuts usually lead away from growth, not toward it.

Apply the principle directly to Job: what was the final result of the testing he went through? As Rabbi
Abraham Heschel observed, "Faith like Job's cannot be shaken because it is the result of having been

shaken."

The United States was one of the first countries in the world to
celebrate Arbor Day, a holiday dedicated to tree planting.

National Arbor Day in the USA is celebrated on the last Friday in April.
Besides, each state celebrates its own state tree planting holiday. Arbor
Day was founded by Julius Sterling Morton, a Nebraska newspaper
editor, agriculturalist and statesman. Morton was a respected
agriculturalist fascinated with trees he planted numerous trees on his
estate.

Currently, his former mansion and estate serve as Arbor Lodge State
Historical Park. Morton came up with the idea of celebrating Arbor Day
in the early 1870s. The first celebration was held in Nebraska on April
10, 1872.

Its participants planted an estimated one million trees throughout the
state. By the 1920s, each state had passed laws that stipulated a certain
day to be state Arbor Day. In some states, the holiday was named Arbor
and Bird Day. In Nebraska, Arbor Day is a civic holiday. National Arbor
Day in the United States was established as a state holiday in 1885.

It was moved from April 10 (its original date proposed by Morton) to
April 22 (Morton’s birthday). In 1989, the holiday was moved to the last
Friday in April. On this day, Americans are encouraged to plant trees,
bushes, and plants (if weather conditions allow) and care for their
national environment.

The Epistle to the Ephesians is a Pauline epistle and the tenth book of the New Testament of the Christian
Bible. It stands among the canonical writings that shaped early Christian identity and is traditionally grouped
with the letters attributed to Paul the Apostle.

The text is traditionally believed to have been written by Paul around AD 62 during his imprisonment

in Rome. It closely resembles Colossians and is thought to have been addressed to the church

in Ephesus (now in Turkey), another Pauline epistle whose authorship is debated. As such, many modern
scholars dispute the attribution and date the work to AD 70-100 as a circular letter.

Ephesians sets out a theological vision of God's plan to unite all creation in Christ and exhorts the church to

embody that unity through reconciliation across ethnic boundaries and holy conduct in everyday
relationships.
