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Luke 6:43-45 
 

“No good tree bears bad fruit, nor again does a bad tree bear good fruit; 44 for each tree is known by its own 

fruit. For people do not gather figs from thorns, nor do they pick grapes from a bramble bush. 45 The good 

person out of the good treasure of the heart produces good, and the evil person out of evil treasure produces 

evil, for it is out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks. 

 

Many scripture passages speak of the heart. In our scripture above we read the words of Jesus that tell us: 

“The good person out of the good treasure of the HEART produces good,” which is very important for us 

as followers of Jesus to note because Jesus also said,  “But what comes out of the mouth proceeds 

from the heart, and this is what defiles. 
19 

For out of the heart come evil intentions, murder,  

adultery, sexual immorality, theft, false witness, slander. 
20 

These are what defile a person, but to 

eat with unwashed hands does not defile.” Under evil intentions we may add meanness,  

unkindness, mean spiritedness, manipulation and selfish needs and wants.  

 

Clearly Jesus wants his followers to hear and understand “No good tree bears bad fruit.” If we are 

to be a good tree, that is, good followers of Jesus, then we must have good intentions and treat 

people with respect and kindness. After all, as Jesus said, “…each tree is known by its own fruit.  

 

If we are thorny people, that is, mean-spirited people, nothing good can come from us, only  

conflict and anger. In our daily walk with the Lord may we be ever aware: 

 

“The good person out of the good treasure of the heart produces good, for it is out of the  

abundance of the heart the mouth speaks.”

MAY 25TH  
 

Originally called Decoration Day, from the early tradition of decorating 
graves with flowers, wreaths and flags, Memorial Day is a day for  
remembrance of those who have died in service to our country. It was 
first widely observed on May 30, 1868 to commemorate the sacrifices of 
Civil War soldiers, by proclamation of Gen. John A. Logan of the Grand 
Army of the Republic, an organization of former Union sailors and  
soldiers. 
 

During that first national commemoration, former Union Gen. and sitting 
Ohio Congressman James Garfield made a speech at Arlington National 
Cemetery, after which 5,000 participants helped to decorate the graves 
of the more than 20,000 Union and Confederate soldiers who were  
buried there. 

 

This event was inspired by local observances of the day that had taken 

place in several towns throughout America in the three years after the 

Civil War. In 1873, New York was the first state to designate Memorial 

Day as a legal holiday. By the late 1800s, many more cities and  

communities observed Memorial Day, and several states had declared it 

a legal holiday. After World War I, it became an occasion for honoring 

those who died in all of America’s wars and was then more widely  

established as a national holiday throughout the United States.

ELDERS 

 
Elders primarily shall be responsible for the spiritual life and development 
of the congregation, preside at the Lord’s Table, assist and share with the 
Minister in the conduct of Pastoral functions and provide supportive  
counsel for the Minister regarding the spiritual life and development of the 
congregation. 
 
 

DEACONS 
 
Deacons primarily shall be responsible for the maintenance and “growth” 
of the congregation through its individual members and corporate life 
through witnessing in the community and in the world. 
 

MINISTER 
 
The Minister of the congregation shall be the chief administrator of the  
congregation, and in cooperation with the Moderator of the congregation and 
the General Board, encourage orderly procedures in the life and work of 
the congregation in compliance with the congregation’s Constitution and 
the policies & procedures of the congregation and General Board. 
The Minister shall give special attention to the selection and training of the 
congregation’s leaders.

The Epistle to the Colossians is a Pauline epistle and the twelfth book of the New Testament of the Christian 
Bible. It was written, according to the text, by Paul the Apostle and Timothy, and addressed to 
the church in Colossae, a small Phrygian city near Laodicea and approximately 100 miles (160 km) 
from Ephesus in Asia Minor.  

Many Scholars question Paul's authorship and attribute the letter to an early follower instead, but others still 
defend it as authentic. If Paul was the author, he probably used an amanuensis, or secretary, in writing the 
letter (Colossians 4:18), possibly Timothy.
