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Matthew 13:1-9, 18-23 
 

That same day Jesus went out of the house and sat by the lake. 2 Such large crowds gathered around him 

that he got into a boat and sat in it, while all the people stood on the shore. 3 Then he told them many things 

in parables, saying: “A farmer went out to sow his seed. 4 As he was scattering the seed, some fell along the 

path, and the birds came and ate it up. 5 Some fell on rocky places, where it did not have much soil. It 

sprang up quickly, because the soil was shallow. 6 But when the sun came up, the plants were scorched, and 

they withered because they had no root. 7 Other seed fell among thorns, which grew up and choked the 

plants. 8 Still other seed fell on good soil, where it produced a crop—a hundred, sixty or thirty times what 

was sown. 9 Whoever has ears, let them hear.” 
 

18 “Listen then to what the parable of the sower means: 19 When anyone hears the message about the  

kingdom and does not understand it, the evil one comes and snatches away what was sown in their heart. 

This is the seed sown along the path. 20 The seed falling on rocky ground refers to someone who hears the 

word and at once receives it with joy. 21 But since they have no root, they last only a short time. When  

trouble or persecution comes because of the word, they quickly fall away. 22 The seed falling among the 

thorns refers to someone who hears the word, but the worries of this life and the deceitfulness of 

wealth choke the word, making it unfruitful. 23 But the seed falling on good soil refers to someone who 

hears the word and understands it. This is the one who produces a crop, yielding a hundred, sixty or thirty 

times what was sown.” 
 

Jesus really puts it to the listener in this parable, asking everyone who hears, “How adept are you at  

integrating what you hear? Are you one who hears but does not understand God’s word? Are you one 

who hears but poorly integrates God’s word so it doesn’t take root? Are you one who hears but allows 

your ‘busyness’ to choke out God’s word? Or are you one who hears, integrates what you hear, and grows 

in the word of God?” This is one of the Lord’s easier parables. So, for you, which is it? Are you growing in 

God’s word?

World Population Day is an annual event, observed on July 11 every 
year, which seeks to raise awareness of global population issues. The 
event was established by the Governing Council of the United Nations 
Development Programme in 1989. It was inspired by the public  
interest  in Five Billion Day on July 11, 1987, the approximate date on 
which the world's population reached five billion people. World  
Population Day aims to increase people's awareness on various  
population issues such as the importance of family planning, gender 
equality, poverty, maternal health and human rights.  
 

The day was suggested by Dr. K. C. Zachariah in which population 
reached five billion when he worked as Sr. Demographer at World 
Bank. While press interest and general awareness in the global  
population surges at the increments of whole billions of people, the 
world population increases by 100 million approximately every 14 
months. The world population was estimated at 7,400,000,000 on  
February 6, 2016, and reached 7,500,000,000 on April 24, 2017. The 
world population hit 7,700,000,000 in 2019.  
 

In November 2020, UNFPA, together with the governments of  Kenya 
and Denmark, convened a high-level conference in Nairobi to accelerate 
efforts to achieve these unmet goals. On World Population Day,  
advocates from around the world call on leaders, policymakers,  
grassroots organizers, institutions and others to help make reproductive 
health and rights a reality for all. Recently, the global population passed 
8 billion on November 15, 2022.

ELDERS 

 
Elders primarily shall be responsible for the spiritual life and development 
of the congregation, preside at the Lord’s Table, assist and share with the 
Minister in the conduct of Pastoral functions and provide supportive  
counsel for the Minister regarding the spiritual life and development of the 
congregation. 
 
 

DEACONS 
 
Deacons primarily shall be responsible for the maintenance and “growth” 
of the congregation through its individual members and corporate life 
through witnessing in the community and in the world. 
 

MINISTER 
 
The Minister of the congregation shall be the chief administrator of the  
congregation, and in cooperation with the Moderator of the congregation and 
the General Board, encourage orderly procedures in the life and work of 
the congregation in compliance with the congregation’s Constitution and 
the policies & procedures of the congregation and General Board.

The Gospel of Matthew is the first book of the New Testament, one of the four canonical Gospels, and one of the 
three synoptic Gospels. It tells of Jesus, recording his birth, his ministry from his baptism by John the Baptist, his  

crucifixion, his resurrection, and his mission to the world. It emphasizes that Jewish tradition should not be lost in an 
increasingly gentile church and presents Jesus as the Jewish Messiah who fulfills the prophecies written in the Jewish 
scriptures. 

 

The gospel reflects conflicts between Jewish Christians and other Jews, particularly with its criticism of the scribes 
and Pharisees, presenting the view that the Kingdom of Heaven has been taken away from them and given to the 
church. It emphasizes Jesus’s role as the Son of David, Son of Man, and Son of God, and frames his teachings, miracles, 
and parables to reflect both Jewish law and the Christian church. It culminates in the Passion, Resurrection, and Great 
Commission, having been structured around alternating narratives and discourses.
